Why GLEANING Matters 

The global food system creates about 
twice as much food as we need to feed 
everyone on earth each year. 
 
In the US, about 40% of all food produced 
goes to waste. Still, almost 50 million 
Americans are food insecure (they cannot 
access adequate nutrition throughout the 
year). 
 
When food budgets are tight, fresh fruits 
and vegetables are the first thing to be 
left out, leading to unbalanced diets, 
poor health, obesity, and related 
diseases. 
 
6200 New Hampshire households access 
charitable food assistance every week. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
NH Gleans has rescued over 209,000 
pounds of fresh local produce that would 
have gone to waste since 2013 and 
provided it to our neighbors in need.
